In the afternoon, take the bus to Al Azhar
Park. Here you can walk through the gardens
or sit by the lake and relax. From the park, you
can see old parts of the city and the Citadel, a
very important building in Cairo.

Your last stop is Khan Al Khalili market, a very
big street market. There are hundreds of
small shops here. You can buy lots of different
things, but our favourites are lamps and rugs.
Stop for a cup of coffee and a cake at one of
the cafés if you're hungry.
